• In order to receive assistance from supplemental scholarship funds, you are required to apply 
through the school, or the municipal office of your parent/guardian's residence. 

• Sometime between April and June, newly enrolled students will be able to apply to receive a 
partial early payment of the grant.

※ Note that you must apply to receive assistance from supplemental scholarship funds, separately from the 
High School Tuition Support Fund.

※ The implementation conditions of the supplemental scholarship system will vary depending on the prefecture.
